War ning: TO REDUCE THE RISK OF FIRE OR 
INJURY TO PERSONS: 

Turn off/un-plug and allow to cool before replacing lamp. 
Lamp gets HOT quickly! Contact only switch/plug when turning on. 
Do not touch hot lens, guard or enclosure. 
Keep lamp away from materials that may burn. 
Do not touch the lamp at any time.  Use a soft cloth.  
Oil from skin may damage lamp. 
Do not operate the luminaire fitting with a missing or damaged shield. 

Installa tion Instr uction 
Fixture(s) should be used  “ONLY” with low voltage landscape  
power units that do not exceed 25A, 15V. 
The power units reduce the voltage from 120 volts to 12 volts.  
The main cable from power units should be buried for less than 6 inches  
under the ground level and can be purchased from your local electric supply 
house. 

1. Attach fixture(s) wires to main cable with UL cable connector suitable for  
direct burial. 
War ning: Fixture(s) wires have to be run in close proximity to  
fixture(s) and not buried more than 3 inches. 
2. Dig a small hole and insert fixture spike into ground and turn on power unit. 

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS 
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Assemb l y Instr uctions 
1- Screw stem onto bottom of fixture and ground spike onto bottom of stem. 
2- To install bulb: Remove 3 screws from top shade  or bottom. Remove shade, tiers and glass  
lens. Push bulb pins in socket holes carefully until seated. Then re-place lens, tiers and shade. 
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
