1- Screw-on the mounting bracket to the fixture.
2- To install bulb: Release & remove the hood by opening the thumb screw.  Unscrew & remove the 
body of fixture and carefully push bulb pins in socket holes located inside the housing.  Then re-place 
the body of fixture and hood, securing them by tightening the thumb screw.
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2. Attach fixture wires to main cable with cable connector. 

1. Prepare holes to attach mounting bracket to surface of wall.  Also drill 
hole to run cables through wall if you plan to run wires through the wall.

3. Install the mounting bracket & fixture to wall with proper screws and
turn the power on.
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
