2- Run main cable into PVC sleeve and connect to free side of fixture wire. Then attach other side of

fixture wire to fork terminals of lamp and install it on lamp holder.

3- Push the lamp holder into the PVC sleeve carefully until seated in the desired location and angle.

4- Afix the brass faceplate to the top of PVC sleeve.

5- With supplied hex screws, and allen wrench tighten the faceplace until secured to the PVC sleeve.
